Community Action Program for Children (CAPC) Offers
programs for children pre-birth to 6 years of age, and their
families to promote the healthy development of children.

The Family Early Intervention Program The
program serves children at risk of/or identified with a
“developmental delay” within licenced childcare settings.

0-6 Mental Health Services Children referred to
the program are experiencing and/or are “at risk” of
experiencing emotional, social and behavioural difficulties.

Speech and Language Therapy provides assessment
and treatment for children with communication delays
or disorders. It assists in the enhancement of communi-
cation development for children, from birth to Senior

Kindergarten.

® medical information, a “Request for School Assistance
in Health Care” form must be filled out if medication needs
to be administered by school personnel.
