services for pupils with exceptional needs. This is in
accordance with the Education Act, Section 182, Subsection
(2),"Every school board shall establish a Special Education
Advisory Committee.”

STUDENTS WITH EXCEPTIONAL NEEDS

A student with exceptional needs is a learner whose
behaviour, communication, intellectual, physical or multiple
exceptionalities are such that he/she is considered to need
special education support.

ROLE OF THE SPECIAL EDUCATION
ADVISORY COMMITTEE (SEAC)

SEAC is responsible to the Board for examining, reviewing,
and making recommendations regarding the provision of
special education programs and services.

Some areas of focus are: philosophy and goals, policies and
procedures, organizational structures, program delivery
methods, services and facilities, funding and the annual
review of the Special Education Board Plan.
